	Why do people live near volcanoes?
Children learn that the Earth is constructed in layers, and the crust is divided into tectonic plates. They study the formation and distribution of mountains, volcanoes and earthquakes and use Mount Etna to identify how human interaction shapes a volcanic landscape.

Why did the Romans settle in Britain?
Investigating why the Romans invaded Britain and the reaction of the Celts and learning how the Romans changed life in Britain.

	Rocks and Soil
Children learn to classify rocks, explore how they form, and study fossils to understand the past. They investigate rock properties and uses, examine soil formation, separate soil with sedimentation jars, and test drainage.
Digestion and Food
Pupils use models to describe digestive organs, identify and model human teeth, and explore dental health. They compare teeth across species, link findings to food chains, and act as naturalists analyzing animal faeces for clues about diet and digestion.
	What makes some texts sacred?
Exploring the different ways scriptures are used, what this shows about the value placed on them and why this might be.
Who was Jesus really?
Considering Jesus' life and the significance of his death and resurrection.
Additional celebration lesson: What can Easter teach about forgiveness?
Investigating a range of sources including the Easter story, bible quotes and personal responses to find out what Easter can teach about forgiveness.
	Health and Wellbeing
Learning about how to stay healthy and how our diet affects our bodies and our teeth, identifying our strengths, learning how to celebrate mistakes and develop a growth mindset, considering how we can increase our happiness.
Economic Wellbeing
Considering spending decisions; learning about how to create a budget; recognising that money affects how we feel (Y3) and how we feel when money is lost (Y4); exploring jobs available; learning about gender stereotyping in the workplace.
	Drawing: Growing artists
Using botanical drawings and scientific plant studies as inspiration, pupils explore the techniques of artists such as Georgia O’Keefe and Maud Purdy to draw natural forms, becoming aware of differences in the choice of drawing medium, scale and the way tonal shading can help create form.
